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The Internet Acceptable Use Policy
The aim of this Acceptable Use Policy (AUP) is to ensure that Students will benefit from learning opportunities offered by the school’s internet resources in a safe and effective manner.  Internet use and access is considered a school resource and privilege.  Therefore, if the school AUP is not adhered to this privilege will be withdrawn and appropriate sanctions outlined in the AUP will be imposed.

It is envisaged that the school will revise the AUP annually in August.
Before signing the AUP should be read carefully to indicate that the content is accepted and understood.

This version of the AUP was created in January 2016 and approved by Senior Management.
School’s Strategy
The school will employ a number of strategies in order to maximize learning opportunities and reduce risks associated with the Internet. These strategies are as follows:

1. Internet sessions will always be supervised by a teacher/instructor.

2. Access will be allowed only to a listed range of approved sites.
3. Filtering software and or integrated management systems will be used to minimize the risk of exposure to inappropriate material.

4. The school will regularly monitor and archive Students Internet usage by checking user files, temporary Internet files and history files.

5. Students and teachers/instructors will be provided with training in the area of research techniques specific to the Internet.

6. Uploading and downloading of non-approved software will not be permitted.
7. Virus protection software will be used and updated on a regular basis.

8. The use of personal CD-ROMS/Pen Drives/MP3 Player in school requires teacher/instructor permission.

World Wide Web
1. Students will not visit Internet sites that contain obscene, illegal, hateful, or otherwise objectionable materials.

2. Students will report any material of the above nature to a teacher/instructor.
3. Students will not spend time on non-educational matters and will use the Internet for educational purposes only.

4. Students will not upload, download, or otherwise transmit material that is copyrighted.

5. Students will not disclose or publicise personal or confidential information, for example classmates’ home addresses, telephone numbers, name, and location of their school without their teacher/instructor permission.

6. Students will not examine, change or use another person’s files, username or passwords, without the other person’s and/or their teacher/instructor explicit permission.
7. Students will be aware that any usage, including distributing or receiving of any information, school-related or personal, may be monitored for unusual activity, security, and/or network management reasons.
Email
1. Students will use approved email accounts under supervision or permission of a teacher/instructor.

2. Students will not send or receive any material that is illegal, obscene, defamatory, or that is intended to annoy or intimidate another person.

3. Students will not reveal their own or other people’s personal details, such as addresses or telephone numbers or pictures.

4. Students will not arrange to meet someone outside school via school email.

5. Students will note that sending and receiving email attachments is subject to permission from their teacher/instructor.

Internet Chat
1. Students will not access chat rooms or discussion forums.

Sanctions
Misuse of the Internet may result in disciplinary action, including written warnings, withdrawal of access privileges, and, in extreme cases, suspension or expulsion. The school also reserves the right to report any illegal activities to the appropriate authorities.
